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Deacon’s Digest 
Ordinary Time 
Since last Sunday was the last day in the Church’s 
Christmas Season, this week begins Ordinary Time.  
Ordinary Time is the 34 Sundays of the year when we 
are not in the seasons of Advent, Christmas, Lent or 
Easter.  According to the Missal, in those special sea-
sons we celebrate a particular part of the Christian mys-
tery. 
The word “ordinary” can be deceptive to us.  In our day-
to-day language we use that term to describe things (or 
people) who have no special attributes.  An ordinary day 
for us is one that has nothing special (good or bad) hap-
pen.  An ordinary pet would be a cat or dog and ordinary 
food would be hamburgers or pizza.  The dictionary 
says that ordinary is the “regular or customary condition 
or course of things”.  In our Church, that “regular and 
customary” course of things is the celebration of the en-
tire Christian mystery of redemption.   
There are five different colors associated with the liturgy 
– purple, violet, white, red, and green.  Each color sym-
bolizes some part of the mystery of our faith.  White 
(Easter, Christmas) typifies purity, joy, innocence and 
light; red is the color of fire and blood and is most often 
worn on the feast days of martyrs as well as at Pente-
cost; violet (Lent) symbolizes penance and melancholy; 
purple (Advent) is the color of royalty; and green 
(Ordinary Time) being the hue of plants and trees speaks 
of our hope of eternal life. 
As you may know, the Sunday Mass readings are in a 
three-year cycle (A,B,C).  This year we are in Year C, 
which means that most of the Sunday Gospel readings 
will come from Luke’s Gospel.  The author of this Gos-
pel also wrote the Acts of the Apostles.  These two Bib-
lical works give us the most details about the early life 
of Jesus Christ and the early life of the Christian com-
munity.   Luke addresses both of his works to a man 
named Theophilus, which means “friend of God”.  In his 
Gospel and in Acts, Luke’s mission seems to be to equip 
the Gentiles with a strong knowledge of Jesus Christ in 
His work and in His mission so that they could live it 
and go forth to proclaim it to the world.   Luke seems 
most interested in giving an accurate historical account 
of Jesus’ work in first century Palestine as he is careful 

to date events along with the Hebrew and Roman calen-
dar.  He also argues (like Matthew) that Christianity is 
the logical fulfillment of Judaism.   
Luke is identified in the New Testament as a physician 
(Col. 4:14) and as a companion of Paul on some of his 
missionary journeys (Phil. 24 & 2Tim 4:11).  Biblical 
scholars credit Luke with being a highly educated and 
literate writer who was proficient in Hebrew (although 
he was not Jewish) and in Greek.   
Without Luke’s Gospel, we would not have the stories 
of the Annunciation, the Visitation, or the details sur-
rounding the birth of Jesus.  Luke is the only Gospel 
writer to include the parables about the Good Samaritan, 
the Prodigal Son, the Rich Fool, the widow’s coin, and 
Lazarus & the rich man.  The only historical accounts of 
Pentecost and the missionary travels of Peter and Paul 
(and others) are detailed in the Acts of the Apostles.  No 
other Gospel writer is as concerned with the action and 
importance of the Holy Spirit in the life of the early 
Christian community. 
I challenge you to take some time over the next few 
“Ordinary” Sundays to read Luke’s Gospel and the Acts 
of the Apostles.  It would only take a couple of hours to 
sit down and read through but it would be better to 
spread it out over a span of time so you can meditate on 
the stories and allow them to become a part of you.  In 
that way, you will be more able to fully participate in 
the Christian mystery.   
Here’s a suggested reading schedule: 
Week 1—Luke 1—4:13 
Week 2—Luke 4:14 - 9:50 
Week 3—Luke 9:51—19:27 
Week 4—Luke 19:28—24 
Week 5—Acts 1—8:3 
Week 6—Acts 8:4—15:35 
Week 7—Acts 15:36—22 
Week 8—Acts 23—28 
When you’re finished, say a Hail Mary in thanksgiving 
to God for Luke.  Without his gospel we wouldn’t have 
the Biblical words that make up that prayer (Hail Mary, 
full of grace, the Lord is with thee.  Blessed art thou 
among women blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus). 
Have a great and Ordinary Sunday!
