About 100 volunteers are needed each and
every weekend to help with the liturgy and
associated services at St. Michael. Working
the weekend Masses is a great way to get to
know fellow parishioners while being in service
to our Lord. Opportunities include:

Extraordinary Minister of the Eucharist (E.M.E.):
Distributes Holy Communion at Mass. Must be a confirmed Catholic, living their
faith. Scheduled once a month.

Lector:
Proclaims the Word of God. Must be a baptized Catholic, in 7™ grade or older,
living their faith. Scheduled about once every one to two months.

WEEREND
MINISTRY

Usher:

Assists parishioners before, during, and after Mass — with seating, directions,
collection, and Communion. Wears a cool green jacket. Scheduled once a month.
USHERS ARE URGENTLY NEEDED AT ALL MASS TIMES!

Greeter:

Welcomes and assists parishioners and guests as they enter the church; hands out
bulletins. Scheduled as often as once a month, or as little as two or three times
per year, depending on Mass time.

Gift Bearers:

Bring the gifts of bread, water and wine to the altar during the Offertory at Mass.
At least two people are needed. Scheduled as often as once a month, or as little as
two or three times per year, depending on Mass time.

SECS Certificate Sales Volunteer:

Sells gift cards/certificates from area stores after Mass. Proceeds benefit the
Sioux Falls Catholic School System — and offer tuition credit to your own child, a
child you know, or a needy child. Scheduled about once every one to two months.




**Nursery Worker**:

Helps baby-sit children in the nursery during Mass. Adults and students grades
7-12 are encouraged to join in this ministry. Scheduled about once a month at
9:30 & 11:00 Masses. Can you help? Contact: Sharon Story 361-6415.

Rosary for Life — Leader:

Leads the rosary at 3:30 p.m. before Saturday evening Mass. This rosary is
sponsored by the Social Ministries Committee and its intention is respect for all
life. Scheduled about once a month.

**Bus Driver**:

Drives the St. Michael bus and picks up those who need transportation so they
can attend the 4:00 p.m. Mass Saturday evening. A CDL with passenger
endorsement is required. The parish will assist you in getting the license and
pay the cost as well! Scheduled every one to two months.

Telephone Receptionist:

Sits at the front desk and is a welcoming presence to all who come in or call.
Three shifts are available: see the volunteer card. Scheduled about once every
four to six weeks.

Altar Server:
Assists the priest at Mass. 4th grade or older. Depending on Mass preference,
scheduled about once every one or two months.

Book/Cross Bearer:

Carries the cross in procession, and holds the Sacramentary (book of Mass
prayers) for the priest. 4th grade or older. Depending on Mass preference,
scheduled about once every one or two months.
