Last week I was attending a Steubenville Youth Confer-

ence in Springfield, MO with 24 high school students and 

other chaperones from St. Michael Parish.

Persons on the trips we 

took this year and those who prayed for them, chaper-

oned them, along with the people they served, had en-

counters with God that might not happen in the every day 

situations of their lives.  In making these trips they come 

back changed (converted).  They still need your prayers 

and assistance so that they can sustain the good work that 

God has begun in them. They are also strengthened by 

God’s Grace in their prayer lives and in the Sacraments.
